Install the WebEx Player 

Click on the file named atplay.exe to install the WebEx player onto your system.
WebEx Player Overview

The WebEx player allows you to watch a recorded movie, navigate to any part of the movie using the playback slider, control the volume using the volume slider, pause, fast forward and rewind the playback using the control panel buttons (shown in the diagram below). 
It is important to remember, that all playback functions must be selected from the WebEx playback control panel.
Note: It is sometimes confusing to watch a WebEx recorded playback, because you may see navigation options, such as a close box, that are part of the movie. You may even catch yourself clicking on the close panel on the recorded image, and wondering why the movie won’t stop. (Don’t be embarrassed - everyone does it sooner or later!) Just remind yourself that you must control the playback using the control panel.
Location of the playback control panel:

When you open the recording, the playback control panel will appear. Often it will be located in the center of the screen, although this can vary. Click and drag the title bar of the control panel to move it to another location.
